Set up national-level, leading and professionally
authoritative crime prevention institutions, and set up corresponding psychological
counseling and counseling centers in provinces, cities, and counties. obligation.

2) Bottom-up prevention. Schools, communities and relevant departments shall
set up databases to provide crime information for prevention centers at all levels.
Participation of news media: set up columns on central and provincial television and
radio stations to report and comment on the psychological prevention of juvenile
delinquency at the national and local levels. At the same time, use the Internet to
transmit and exchange information on the prevention of criminal psychology, so that
society, families, schools and individuals can jointly participate in the activities of
juvenile delinquency prevention.

3) Youths with lofty ideals, lofty moral character and strong sense of social
responsibility will form a youth volunteer group to actively call for mainstream
culture, maintain uprightness and establish a new trend [2,181].
