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our work, promote the ideas of rational, positive, common sense for the development 

of a society where is no place for war... 
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PEACE AS AN INDISPENSABLE VALUE 

The search for peace in the modern world has become more and more important, 

especially in recent years, when there is a war in Ukraine.Questions about peace are a 

perennial reference to the state of stabilization and the object of reflection of many 

thinkers since antiquity.Peace is especially important to people who are under threat 

or at war. Ukraine is in such a situation, where since 2014 Russian troops have been 

destabilizing the situation from the eastern borders of the country until the attack on 

the capital Kyiv in February this year. 

In the face of current threats, there are always questions that are difficult to 

answer, who encourages warfare and who encourages peace. It can be said that no 

conscious person encourages war. 

Among the many international institutions, we find numerous forms of 

supporting peacekeeping activities. We can mention here the North Atlantic Pact, the 

European Union, the Organization for Security and Co-operation in Europe, and 

many others which in their sections indicate commitment to stabilizing the situation 

in the world. 

A special institution that for centuries has participated in the process of 

reminding about the value of peace is the Catholic Church, which, with the words of 
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successive popes, calls for the conclusion of universal peace1. In the publication, I 

will cite symbolic references to individual popes who reminded us of the value of 

peace. 

The Fathers of the Second Vatican Council, in the Pastoral Constitution 

Gaudium et Spes, emphasize that “even if, unfortunately, the war has already begun, 

not everything thus becomes permitted between the opposing parties”2. 

Pope John Paul II, during his speech in the Vatican in 1986 on the occasion of 

the 19th World Day of Peace, noted that “All the nations of the world will only be 

able to realize their common goals if they together strive for peace as a universal 

value. Peace to all hearts! Peace is so valuable that it should be proclaimed and 

supported anew by all”3. 

Pope Benedict XVI, on the other hand, in the Message delivered for the World 

Day of Peace on January 1, 2006, noted that “The truth about peace must retain its 

value and spread its beneficent splendor even when we find ourselves in the tragic 

situation of war”4. This important reference to the armed conflict indicates a direct 

reference to the negotiation process, which, even in a hopeless situation, may be an 

attempt to resolve the inflamed conflict. 

Another example of a pope who has clearly expressed himself on the topic of 

peace as a value is Pope Francis, who is now in the seat of Peter, in his Message for 

the 53rd World Day of Peace on January 1, 2020. Entitled: Peace as a way of hope: 

dialogue, reconciliation, ecological conversion, he emphasized the following 

statements: “In our Christian experience we constantly commemorate Christ who 

gave his life for our reconciliation (cf. Rom 5: 6-11). The Church fully participates in 

the pursuit of a just order, constantly serving the common good and fostering the 

hope of peace, through the transmission of Christian values, moral teaching and 

social and educational works”5.The above statement proves a broad view of the issues 

of war and peace building in the aspect of having hope, as well as building value
